2. Presentation of the position

environmental and climate workshops in elementary and secondary schools.
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The facilitator must be familiar with environmental science and have experience teaching or
facilitating with children and/or youth. Its role will be to deliver our activities and workshops to
students. At EcoNova Education, we believe that education should be fun, practical, and
engaging for everyone. Therefore, all our activities are an impactful and fun way to learn.

Adaptability and maturity to lead workshops are essential. Building positive and empathetic
relationships with students and teachers is important in this position. The person must have the
ability to manage a class from kindergarten to grade 12, in person and by Zoom/online. The
candidate must demonstrate the adaptability and flexibility required for teaching as a guest in a
school and through the organization of a workshop campaign (tour during which EcoNova travels
to several schools for a week).

The facilitator will conduct workshops as lead or co-host and provide a fun learning experience
for children in a safe environment.
